
Embedding YouTube video on
your website, blog, or wiki

Embedding video allows you to show multi-media content right on your website, blog, or wiki.
While a link takes your visitors from your site to YouTube, embedded video lets them see the
video without navigating away from your page.

There are several ways to embed YouTube video, 
depending on the application you use to create 

your website, blog, or wiki.

Embedding YouTube video in a website created in Goo gle Sites

1. In your site, go to Create new page or Edit page.

3.  Return to your WordPress blog (in Edit mode).
Click on the Add Video icon.



4. Click on the From URL  tab. Paste the URL you
copied from YouTube. Click Insert into Post. 

5. In the Publish  menu on the right side of the
screen, click  Update Post.

6. Click View Post to see the video embedded
on your blog!
